After you have prayed 
Our Lord and Master stated in Luke 18:1 that “Men ought always to pray and 

not faint”. He emphasized the need for prayer when He led His disciples to the 
mountain during one of His quiet times but they failed to stay awake even for 
an hour. The advantages of prayer cannot be overstated, but it draws us 
closer to God and increases our dependency on Him. 
 

However, Jesus expects a certain disposition from us after we have prayed. 
1. He expects us to have absolute faith in Him and His ability to do all things. 

We cannot please God without faith (Hebrews 11:6). We are to carry the 
conviction in our hearts that since we have spoken to our Father 
concerning a matter, with a clean hand, a pure heart (Psalm 24:4-5), a 
contrite heart (Psalm 51:17), in faith and with thanksgiving (Philippians 
4:6), His response will definitely be the best- whether a yes, a no or a 
wait.  

2. Jesus still expects us to actively pursue that which we have tabled before 

Him. He does not want us to live a life of dormancy. He expects us to 

consult experts, in whom he has deposited a measure of His grace in their 

areas of operations. For example, a sick person believing God for healing 

should not reject medical assistance or science, except there is a clear 

instruction from God to do so. He is the Creator, and all good things come 

from Him (James 1:17). 

Dearly Beloved, our God is able to do all things. Don’t give up on Him.
